BASIC INFORMATION IN ALL PETITIONS/AFFIDAVITS
I, Agency Representative’s Name, Title, is 18 years of age or older and a resident of       County, North Dakota, under oath and the threat of perjury, deposes and states that as the Petitioner or Affiant in the above-entitled matter; the Petitioner or Affiant has read the contents of this Affidavit and all incorporated documents before signing it; and that the same is true of the Petitioner’s or Affiant’s own knowledge except as to matters therein stated on information and belief, and as to such matters, the Petitioner or Affiant believes it to be true.  NDCC 27-20.3-16 cites disposition of child needing continued foster care services. As grounds for the relief requested from the Court, the Petitioner or Affiant further deposes and states:
1.
That child’s name, whose date of birth is birthday, is between the ages of eighteen and twenty-one years of age and is need of continued foster care. (JUDICIAL DETERMINATION REQUIRED)
2.
That child’s name is not a child in need of protection (CHIPS) or delinquent. (JUDICIAL DETERMINATION REQUIRED)
3.
That child’s name, has requested to remain in or return to foster care. The youth has willfully entered into and signed a three-party continued foster care agreement between the youth, agency, and the foster care provider. (JUDICIAL DETERMINATION REQUIRED)

The child entered foster care on      .

The child currently resides with/at/in who, where, type of placement, and detail the appropriateness of the placement.

REASONABLE EFFORTS - Judicial determination required
